A Thuismitheoirí, a chairde, 
We hope everyone is settling into the new school year.
You have received various notes on different initiatives and goings on over the past few weeks, it’s hard to keep track of them all! 
This note is one of the most important you will get.  It is about the Scoil Naithí Voluntary Contribution Scheme (generally referred to as the ‘Scéim’). First and foremost the most important thing to remember about this scheme is that it is voluntary - there is absolutely no obligation to contribute if you are not in a position to do so.
Every school requires extra funding and some schools undertake various forms of fundraising to raise additional money. Some years back, Scoil Naithí parents decided to introduce a Voluntary Contribution scheme instead of asking parents to go out fundraising throughout the year. To date this has worked well and has been an effective means of raising money.
We really wouldn’t ask if the funding wasn’t required and any amount you, as a family, feel you can contribute is very welcome - every penny counts. However, if you give a contribution of €250 Scoil Naithí will get a tax rebate of an additional €112.33, therefore the contribution is equivalent to a donation of €362.33, an amazing contribution!  If you contribute €300, it is worth €435 (€300 + €135 tax rebate) to the school.
The other thing to remember is that you can pay monthly via standing order if that suits you better.  Paying €21 a month amounts to just over €250, for example. 
You can contribute at any point during the year, however if you pay by December 31st, we can claim the tax rebate for this calendar year. 
Scéim funds are traditionally used for, among other things, workshops run by external providers; computers/iPads; improvements to the school equipment and grounds, First Communion school party celebration; school social events, school running costs etc.  (A breakdown of expenditure is included as an addendum below.) 
All of these enhance and enrich life at school for our children and your generosity makes all this possible.  The Parents Association (the Comhlucht) is responsible for determining how the Scéim money is spent and all parents are welcome to come along to Comhlucht meetings, which take place every 3rd Tuesday of the month.
Comhlucht Naithí is fully compliant with the requirements of the General Data Protection Regulation.
